Finance

Rick reported that he has closed out the fiscal year that ended on June 30th.  Rick will be presenting financial information to our Parish community soon.  This year he must make the presentation earlier than usual to meet new Diocesan guidelines.  

Rick also reported that the diocese is currently well on the way to a new comprehensive plan for schools in the diocese.  He also reported on some reshuffling of personnel at the diocesan office in the area of education.

Other

Andrea reported on a “post baptism outreach ministry” that is being created in conjunction with the other two Catholic parishes in Massillon.  She said it would involve the delivery of a basket to families.  The group would also like to see babysitting during Mass and other parish events to allow young families to come to church and become more involved.  Sr. Jean Marie reminded the group of the child protection policies of the diocese, which would apply to this type of situation.  Fr. Bob reminded the group that the group should focus on birth through five years for their outreach.  Andrea reported the next meeting for this group is on September 18, 2011 at 12:00 p.m. at 1230 Leecrest.

Discussion continued on the creation of our Parish mission statement.  The following variations are where we left our discussion at the end of the meeting (they are very similar, differing by a few words/phrases)..

Version #3

We, St. Mary’s Parish, are a diverse family of faith, drawing strength from our Catholic tradition and each other.  We witness through faith the love of Christ by living and spreading the Gospel of hope, justice and forgiveness.

It was decided that members would review the versions prior to the next meeting, focusing on wording and use of punctuation.  At the next meeting, discussion on the mission statement will continue and discussion on belief statements may begin.
